It’s amazing how quickly 

the vegetation grows and takes you by surprise. I don’t underestimate how hard the work was to clear 

the blackthorn. The worst scrub to deal with! When reporting on the work undertaken on the coast 

path this year I’ll make sure to credit you. Letting the light in and having the wind blowing through will 

mean the path always stays dry for walkers. We will see another benefit come the spring, summer when 

the sun reaches the ground there I’m expecting a range of wild flowers which will have been lying 

dormant to start flowering again. Maybe even some orchids if we’re lucky.
